Dear Parishioners:     
As the Advent Season draws to a close let 
us remember why we celebrate it.  The  
Advent Hymn, O Come, Divine Messiah, 
reminds us in it’s refrain: “Dear Savior, 
haste! Come, come to earth. Dispel the night 
and show your face, and bid us hail the 
dawn of grace. O come, Divine Messiah; the 
world in silence waits the day when hope 

shall sing its triumph and sadness flee away!”  
Christmas is just a few days away and we must continue to call 

upon our Divine Messiah to come in haste!  Will we make the time to 
welcome him in silence and prayer this week?  During this week before 
Christmas please take some time as an individual and as a family to pray 
and truly prepare your hearts and souls for the Lord’s coming.  This is a 
busy and hectic week for many people who  scramble to finish  the last 
minute details of shopping, gift wrapping, card writing, baking and  
cleaning.  Yet as the People of God we must take the time to truly  
remember why we call our Divine Messiah to come in haste. We do so 
because we truly need Him to come into our lives not only at Christmas 
but day in and day out!      
 Every Advent I re-read  upon  the wonderful  
Christmas homily  by the late Archbishop Oscar Romero of El Salvador.  
Thirty years ago Archbishop Romero preached a prophetic message of 
peace and justice during a bloody and violent civil war in his nation.  As a 
result of speaking out on behalf of the poor of El Salvador and calling for 
an end to  the violence and murder that was tearing about his nation, the 
Archbishop gained many enemies.  These enemies murdered him  by 
shooting him down while he was celebrating Mass. The Christmas before 
he was murdered he wrote these powerful words : “No one can celebrate 
a genuine Christmas without being truly poor. The self-sufficient, the 
proud, those who, because they have everything, look down on others, 
those who have no need even of God – for them there will be no  
Christmas. Only the poor, the hungry, those who need someone to come 
on their behalf, will have that someone. That someone is God, Em-
manuel, God-with-us. Without poverty of spirit there can be no abun-
dance of God.”      

As we enter this final week of Advent,  we reflect in 
prayer and meditation why we need our Savior to come to us this year.  
Are we lonely? Are we grieving the lost of a loved one? Are we having 
trouble in our marriage? Are we facing sickness? Are we in search of 
ajob or financial security? Are we carrying a cross of guilt or shame? Are 
we struggling with sin? Have we lost our way from the Lord?  Over thirty 
years later Archbishop Romero’s message still strikes at our hearts.  Our 
Divine Messiah will soon come but we can only welcome Him and rejoice 
with Him if we truly need Him.  For “without poverty of spirit there can be 
no abundance of God!”  This year let us  truly need and welcome the 
Divine Messiah  and celebrate an genuine Christmas with an abundance 
of God! The Christmas Mass Schedule is  in the bulletin and also avail-
able on the parish website (www.stambrosechurchri.org).  Please note 
that there is no Saturday evening Vigil Mass at 5:00PM on Christmas 
night and  only two Masses on Sunday, December 26th in the  morning 
for the Feast of the Holy Family. As I look forward to celebrating my 8th 
Christmas at St. Ambrose, I do so with a truly grateful heart for having the 
privilege and honor to serve you as your pastor. I wish each of you and 
your families a Blessed Christmas and the blessings of the Christ Child.
